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Step 1. Update the software repository. 

 

 
sudo apt update

Step 2. Download Dependencies. 

 

sudo apt-get install apt-transport-https ca-certificates curl 
software-properties-common 

 

The above-mentioned command: 

 

¶ Gives the package manager permission to transfer 
files and data over https. 

¶ Allows the system to check security certificates. 

¶ Installs curl, a  tool for transferring data. 

¶ Adds scripts for managing software. 
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Step 3. Add Docker's GPG Key 

 

Next, add the GPG key to ensure the authenticity of the 
software package. 

 

curl -fsSL https://download.docker.com/linux/ubuntu/gpg | 
sudo apt-key add -

Step 4. Installing the Docker Repository 

 

Now install the Docker repository using the command: 

 

sudo add-apt-repository "deb [arch=amd64] 
https://download.docker.com/linux/ubuntu  $(lsb_release -cs)  
stable" 

 

 

The command installs the latest repository for your specific 
Ubuntu release (in this case, 20.04). 
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Step 5. Installing the Latest Docker 

 

Start by updating the repository again 

 

sudo apt update 

 

Now you can install the latest Docker version with: 

 

sudo apt-get install docker-ce

Step 6. Verifying Docker Installation. 

 

To confirm the installation, check the version of Docker: 

 

docker --version
